	What is Applied Linguistics? Applied linguistics is using what we know about (a)language, (b)how it is learned, and (c)how it is used, in order to achieve some purpose or solve some problem in the real world.

This course is intended to provide a broad overview of Applied linguistics. The wide coverage of applied linguistics is mainly divided into two sections: a description of language and language use, and essential areas of enquiry in applied linguistics. The former includes Grammar, Vocabulary, Discourse Analysis, Pragmatics, Corpus Linguistics. The latter includes Second Language Acquisition, Psycholinguistics, Sociolinguistics, language skills and Focus on the Language learner: Motivation, Styles and Strategies.
