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The course presents the developmental processes and research topics of young children; it's aimed to help students
gain fundamental knowledge about child development and skills to arrange an appropriate learning environment for
young children. The topics include the biological foundations of development, development of sensation and
perception, cognitive development, Piaget's theory, language development, intelligence development, development
of personality and emotion, the processes of socialization, development of interpersonal relationship, and
development of morality.
