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The course presents theories about play for young children, and its application in early childhood education. The
curriculum content includes theories about children’s play, the relations between play and child development,
developmental processes of young children’s play, arrangement of play environment, adults' role in children'’s play,
play materials, play in early childhood education, etc. After completion of the course, students are expected to know
fundamental theories of play and have a better understanding of the relations between play and development. These
knowledge and skills will help them establishing professionalism in child care related industries.
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
