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The course is based on development, education, and care of the young children, and help students have a better
understanding of the physical and psychological development of children with special needs. Domains of
development will cover different types of special children to help the students know the developmental processes of
these special children. Key topics and concepts of inclusive education will be discussed to help special students
grow in regular societal environments as general children do.
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
