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Constitutional government is the foundation and protection of democratic system, but is also the checks and
balances for democracy. lts fundamental role is to prevent the abuse of government power in order to protect the
lives of people, freedom, property rights and stipulate the obligation that people should comply with. This class
provides students with the understanding of theory and practice for constitutionalism and democratic politics to
enrich the concept of basic human right and sovereignty in people under constitutional government principle for
further prompting students’ quality of democracy and the rule of law
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
