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The goal of this course is first to explore and study what a well-developed information system is and how to build it.
And then the object-oriented analysis and design, design pattern techniques are discussed. The course will utilize a
simple case study to introduce the practical and detail procedure of the OOA, OOD and how to integrate the
important object oriented techniques such as design pattern and framework etc. to this study.
