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1.Focuses are placed on the landscape & recreational issues relevant to ecology, sustainability, social and
recreation. 2.Through the exercise, students are asked to examine the problems thoroughly, analysis, discussion,
and execute practically on decision-making, communication, planning, design and implementation. 3.0Objectives of
the course are heaving students’ professional capacity, cultivating students’ communication ability, strengthening
students’ project management capability, and fulfilling theories to practices.
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
