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The course is aimed to introduce the basic concepts of parent education and skills in practice. Students are
expected to gain a systematic understanding of parent education, and acquire skills in conducting activities of parent
education. Course content includes basic concepts and skills of parent education, such as objectives and
participants of parent education, importance of parent-teacher cooperation, types of parent-teacher cooperation,
types of implementation, difficulties encountered, status quo, and future development.
