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Modern legal systems are mainstream today because citizens are able to understand the basic rules and
regulations of law. As such, this course is designed to add to and supplement the rule of law perspective from
previous course offerings. Using empirical data and real world experience, this class guides students in making
legal analysis and learning the main theoretical perspectives in philosophy of law. Furthermore, this class aims to
develop individuals who have the ability to make independent judgment with political, legal, and societal knowledge
along with an understanding of the rule of man and the rule of law.
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
