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This is a general education course in life and environmental science for students majoring in fields not directly
related to environmental studies. Through an introduction to basic principles of environmental, to the nature of
interrelationships between humans and their environment, the course aims to provide students with an understanding
of the role humans play in global environmental change and in their own future.
