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This course introduces students to the key elements of Chinese culture by examining a wide range of perspectives
and discourses, including political institutions, socioeconomic structures, philosophy, customs, literature, and the fine
arts. By comparing these phenomena across different eras, the course also explores their historical development, as
well as the ways in which Chinese culture has influenced the modern world.
