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Through the analysis of drama-in-education and theatre-in- education, Teaching Young Children Through Drama and
Theatre explores the pedagogies, and contributions of drama and theatre in young children’s classroom. We will
approach our material through a variety of means, including through readings, viewings, and class discussion. We
will also occasionally read aloud from text, children’s theatre stage informal scenes, and try out DIE &TIE styles,
including two class sessions devoted to role drama, story drama, process drama and participation theatre.
Opportunities to analyze material range from informal dialogue through journal entries to more formal oral
presentations and essays.
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
