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The content of this subject contains the definition of Sociology of Education, development of theories of sociology of
Education the relationship between social change and education, school organization and school culture, rationale
of sociology on teaching, sociology of knowledge, and post-modern society with education. Lecture and group
discussion are used in class. The purpose of this course is to build students’ understanding in social event and its
relationship with education.
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
