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The major topics of this course include conversion, grammar, and sentence patterns to learn Japanese. The
teaching materials including textbook, lecture, tape and DVD to increase students’ abilities in listening, reading and
speaking Japanese. The course objectives are: 1.To correctly pronounce and write fifty Japanese alphabets. 2.To
know the basic structure of Japanese sentences. 3.To improve the abilities of listening speaking reading and writing
practical Japanese.
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
