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The purpose of business psychology is to understand the psychology and behavior responses of individuals and
organizations when they are involved in the business activities, and furthermore to enhance the development of both
individuals and organizations. The topics about work behavior, interpersonal communication, organizational
behavior, consumer behavior will be addressed from individual, social and cultural aspects in this course.
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
