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The course presents the development and research findings of modern scientific psychology, and investigates the
universal principle of human behavior and mental processing. Students are expected to gain basic knowledge in
Psychology, to have a better understanding of self and adjustment, and to have an altruistic attitude towards society
and human beings. The topics include sensation, perception, consciousness, learning, memory, language, thinking,
intelligence, creativity, developmental psychology, social psychology, motivation and emotion, personality, abnormal
psychology, psychotherapy, and health psychology.
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
