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This course is an interdisciplinary introductory course in geriatrics which examines the processes of normal human
aging as well as the common diseases and disorders that affect older adults. The purpose of this course is to
provide students with the support and opportunity to explore a particular area of interest related to older adult
physical, mental, and soul activity. Shared findings and discussions in the discussion setting will permit an
integration of findings on specific topics, promote theoretical understanding, and potentially identify gaps in
knowledge and directions for future research.
