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At the beginning, the course introduces to students the significance of the difference between traditional and
instrumental analysis. Then it introduces to the concept and importance of quality assurance and quality control in
instrumental analysis. The course will emphasize the fundamental principles of the instrumental used in the
measurements in environmental science and technology, and the significance of the obtained data.
