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Education researchers identify the principles of Universal Design along a continuum between student and instructor
as Universal Design of Learning (UDL), Universal Design of Instruction (UDI), and Universal Course Design (UCD).
1.UDL characteristics provide strategies for the student (or learner), 2.UDl is an approach to college instruction that
anticipates diversity of learners and provides a framework for college faculty to incorporate inclusive strategies in
their teaching, and 3.UCD provides specific guidance on syllabus design and other aspects of college course
structure.
