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The purpose of the course is to broaden the scope and depth of students" appreciation for Chinese literature. In the
mean time, it will enhance students" abilities in reading and writing. In classes, we will explore many do-mains of
Chinese literature to study the use of words, expression, and culture. Therefore, students will not only improve their
ability to appreciate literature but also enhance the abil-ity in independent and logical thinking.
