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Business activities base on the dynamic environment and need competitive strategy analysis to gain advantage
position. However, most of analysis tools or models still adopt static strategic analysis and ignore the dynamic
competition within firms. Therefore, the mainly objective of this course is to introduce the difference between inter-
firms competitive activities and reaction.
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
