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The course introduces the important events and influence of the famous history characters, and draw intelligence from
the deed of the historical personage. It will be divided into themes of the following: 1. The achievement and influence
of historical personage;2. Comment on the history characters and the connection of outer environment and inner life;
3. the relationship between the characters and the times they live 4. draw intelligence from the historical personage.
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
