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The objective of this course is to help students to understand the major management theories, to know about the
practice of management, and to lay down the foundation for advanced courses of management. The major topics
include types of business, manager's activities, management environment, decision making, management process:
planning, organizing, staffing, leading, and controlling; and organizational change.
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
