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The course will explore the fundamentals of physical education for young children, and prepare students with the
knowledge and ability to design appropriate physical education curriculum for young children. Students will learn the
methods and skills of physical education, including body movement variety, physical and motor development,
practical instruction, curriculum design, and health assessment.
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
