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The course is aimed to present knowledge and creation of traditional kid’s toys and crafting. Students are expected
to carry on the mission of passing on traditional cultures and to comprehend ancestors' wisdom. In the processes of
crafting traditional kid’s toys, students are encouraged to express their creativity. The content of this course includes
making traditional kid’s toys such as grass hopper and cricket made from palm tree leaves as well as other
interesting toys. Students are also encouraged to modify, create, and evaluate traditional kid's toys.
