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Creative thinking is a kind of ability for students to find the ways to solve the problems. This course will explore the
nature of creative thinking and offer training for creative thinking. Students will learn how to transform their personal
experiences and observations into the sources of creativity when creating films, television programs or commercials.
Further, students will obtain the abilities for self learning and problem solving.
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
