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The course content includes meaning of professional observation, observation planning, quantitative observation,
qualitative observation, and observation practices. The course is aimed to educate future child care workers with the
following abilities: 1. To understand the relations among observation, instruction, and assessment. 2. To be familiar
with observation methods and steps. 3. To use observation and recording of young children in practice
appropriately.
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
