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The course contents will include the analysis of current functions and purposes of social welfare as a socio-
economic and socio-political institution, the examinations of historical and social-philosophical perspectives on
social welfare development in light of cultural, economic, political, psychological, and social forces, the discussion of
social administration as basic human rights for survival, employment, welfare and health care in relation to social
welfare system.
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
