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Architecture is regarded as the combined artifact of the internal order (such as function, form, light, material, etc.)
and the external order (such as site, climate, topography, history, etc). The orders provide architecture to have its
individual organized form and pattern which build the eternity and identity. In order to enhance students’ sensibilities
and skills in the architecture design, the disciplines in the second year design studio focuses on the relationships
among the individual building, internal order and external environment. Furthermore, the disciplines inspire students
to explore the architectural creativity and meaning through the possible transformation.
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
