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This course is set for non-medical students and teaches basic knowledge of some important organs of the human
body and their functions. Starting from common everyday health care conditions, all the participants in this course
may build correct and comprehensive concepts in health care so that they may substantiate the confidence and
ability to maintaining a healthy life for themselves , and have a right concept when seeking for medical care. The
main subjects are: 1. The relationship between medicine and life 2. The fundamental Concepts of Health 3. Major
organs of the human body 4. The common diseases of life
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
