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This class introduces students to detailed methods of recording, mixing, and mastering films and videos for
broadcast. Students work in small groups of their own projects. The projects has to have an entirely post-produced
soundtrack to an existing film (Foley, ADR, FX, and ambience acquisition), and than accomplish scenes with sync-
sound dialogue shot on location into the mix.
