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The content of the course integrates theories with research findings of children’s socio-emotional development.
Topics are arranged according to the developmental processes of young children, including young children’s
temperament, body control and images, development of attachment behaviors, development of positive self-esteem,
character and morality development, emotional regulation and management, concentration and problem solving
skills. In addition, adults’ role and strategies used to facilitate young children’s socio-emotional development are
also emphasized.
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
