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This course is an emphasizing the study of letterforms and their appropriate and effective use in visual
communications. Topics include type classification and terminology, typeface identification, font design, book
structures, the use of grids, type history and theory. The primary focus will be the use of typographic grids . style and
information structures in multiple page projects with innovation experiments.
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
