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The course is designed to provide graduate students with advanced knowledge in deep excavation and foundation
engineering with focus on (1)deep excavation method, (2)impact of seepage and ground water on stability of
excavation slope and bottom surface, (3)design and analysis of excavation bracing system, (4)study and discussion
of practical excavation construction projects.
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
