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This course is a two-semester required course for freshmen in Four-year Evening Program. The goal of this course
is to improve students’ basic communication abilities in listening, speaking, reading and writing. 1. Listening — To
understand basic conversations about hobbies, rejection, appreciation and greeting. 2. Speaking — To do brief self
introduction. 3. Reading — To understand articles with simple sentence patterns and basic vocabulary. 4. Writing —
To compose short sentences about things in everyday life.
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
