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This course aims to introduce visual language to first year design students. Through the elements and principles of
art and design, this course will explore the relationship between visual expression and other arts forms such as
music, performing arts and literature. Visual language serves as the foundation of art appreciation. It is an important
skill for design students for future visual analysis and design research.
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
