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The course integrates a variety of children’s songs with games and instructional materials. Singing is no more
traditional recitation. Through games, singing, and listening to native and foreign children’s songs, students will enjoy
the fun of learning rhythms and melody, and attempt to create songs and design games. Students will apply ways of
playing games into curriculum design. Classroom participation and discussions are emphasized.
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
