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The main objective of the course is to introduce knowledge and information related to marriage and family issue.
The content includes the following topics: the meanings of family, change of family functions, sexual roles in the
family, dating and engagement, the variety of family, sex and birth, parenting and parent-child relationship, marriage
conflict and divorce, and family life cycle. Students who take this course are expected to have a good understanding
of the related issues regarding marriage and family, and to benefit from it when the issues arise in the future.
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
