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Expound the physics idea; make students with physics on relevant foundations. Train students to absorb the
potentiality of scientific and technological knowledge, utilize the mathematics tool of study, and solve the simple,
interesting, practical physics problem. Promote student's analysis on various kinds of problems, settlement ability,
the need that will cooperate in the future.
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
