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This course is a two-semester required course for freshmen in Four-year Day Program. The goal of this course is to
improve the following language skills. 1. Listening — To understand the description of things and simple questions in
everyday life. 2. Speaking — To do self introduction and to describe something specific, for example, families and
hobbies. 3. Reading — To understand simple sentence patterns and short messages such as e-mails,
announcements and advertisements. 4. Writing — To compose sentences or paragraphs with basic vocabulary and
sentence patterns.
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
