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This course focuses on the behavior of firm and consumer under the perfect competitive environment, i.e., the general
equilibrium model, during the first half of this course. We then move on to imperfect competition model and game
theory. In addition, we will cover the economics of uncertainty and information, which is particularly relevant to the
study of finance. Finally, some classical topics in economics, such as externality, will be discussed.
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
