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The central theme of the course is to introduce object- oriented programming using Java. Students will learn the
basics of Java language constructs, object- oriented programming, graphics, event- driven programming. Gain
practical experience of creating and modifying Java applications and applets, and embedding Java applets in HTML
files. Upon completing the course, students will able to - Know the advantages of Java over other programming
languages and the significance of Java to the Internet. - Become familiar with Java language constructs including
decision statements, loop statements, methods, and arrays. - Program with classes and objects and use class
inheritance.
