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Due to the Chinese Heat, teaching Chinese as a second language has already become a prominent subject. This
course is the first step to get into this subject. Students draft an outline of this subject through the introduction by
teacher. At the same time, via the exposition of teacher and design a lessons plan, students can apply the theories in
their teaching demonstration.
