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The goal of this course is to help students incorporate English learning into their leisure lives. The course includes (1)
the introduction of leisure business in Taiwan (2) English terminology in leisure business (3) leisure cultures and
English in America. The differences between American and Taiwan leisure cultures will be discovered by students
themselves through observation and group discussion. Besides, students will be encouraged to respect different
leisure cultures and learn how to arrange their own leisure lives.
