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Course begins with design process, space and space relationships, character of design, and form; development of
sketch presentation techniques. The second semester starts to learn the architectural forms and their means of
generation; a broad scope and nonrestrictive (though directed) class covering aspects of form generation from
human to climatic conservations, influences of history, research, and materials of construction related to architectural
design; encouragement of student experimentation and creativity.
