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The course is aimed to discuss the origin, philosophy, curriculum and instruction, assessment methods, and
application of early childhood educational approaches in the world. Also, students will critique strengths and
weaknesses of every approach, and compare the similarities and differences. After reading related literature,
students are expected to contemplate about the most appropriate practices in early childhood care and education.
