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The course is an extension from the courses related to logistics management. We will, in the course, discuss
advanced topics related to supply chain managements. These advanced topics covers strategy, planning, and
executing in the supply chain management. The primary goals of the course are: 1.Introducing the knowledge and
problems in the supply chain management; and 2.Teaching students how to formulate the problems and to solve
these problems by the mathematical tools in the fields of operation research and decision science.
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
