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This course will cover the basic concept of information management. The students will understand the concepts of
business process and how information technology (IT) can be applied in the business process. Selected introductory
topics include the foundation concepts of management information systems, the content of information technology,
information system planning and development, business applications (ex. transaction processing system, decision
support systems (DSS), strategic information system (SIS), electronic business systems, and management
challenges.
