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The main purpose of this course is to teach students how to read and study technical documents. After finishing the
course, students can establish the following skills: (1) understand the general structure of a scientific paper or
technical report that includes abstract, introduction, methods, results and conclusions, (2) efficiently explore the key
points of a technique document.
