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The content of this course includes: the meaning of professional observation, observation plan, quantitative behavior
observation, qualitative behavior observation and observation exercises. The goal of the course is to train future
professional education and protection personnel to have the following abilities: 1. Understand the relationship
between observation of children's behavior and teaching and evaluation. 2. Understand the principles and ethics of
children's observation. 3. Familiar with the methods and procedures of children's behavior observation. 4. Use the
learned methods to observe and record the behavior of children. 5. Apply various development theories to analyze
and interpret observation records.
